Project Description
The Arizona Game and Fish Department’s Comprehensive Management System is the overall strategic plan to protect, enhance and conserve the state’s fish and wildlife resources. This project encompasses the Sport Fish Restoration activities conducted statewide including: (1) sport fish restoration, (2) boating access and (3) aquatic education. See the attached Arizona Comprehensive Management System Plan for more details.

Project Statement #1: Sport Fish Restoration

Need, Approach and Expected Results: According to 50 CFR 80.81, this data is not required for a state with an approved Comprehensive Management System.

SMART Objectives:

Need/Threat Description: Annually, more than 500,000 anglers spend more than 4 million days angling on Arizona waters. Therefore it is essential to conserve, manage, and enhance the quality, and availability, of sport fishery resources in order to provide sport fishing opportunities, and to disseminate information about Arizona's sport fish resources and sport fishing opportunities.

Objective #1a: Sport Fish Stocking
Arizona Game and Fish Department will stock 1.25 million fish from its resident hatcheries into lakes, reservoirs, streams and rivers by June 30, 2016.

Objective #1b: Sport Fish Research
Sport fish research will be conducted under 4 main projects by June 30, 2016.

Results:

Action #1a: Sport Fish Stocking
Arizona Game and Fish Department stocked 1.25 million fish from its resident hatcheries into lakes, reservoirs, streams and rivers (see attached Sport Fish Stocking 2016 Report for more details). 

Action #1b: Sport Fish Research 
Arizona Game and Fish Department conducted 4 main projects for sport fish research (see attached Sport Fish Research 2016 Report for more details). 





Project Statement #2: Boating Access

SMART Objectives:

Need/Threat Description: Boating access projects on Arizona waterways benefit recreational boaters and sport anglers alike. The funds apportioned annually are derived from excise taxes on fishing equipment, motorboat and small engine fuels, import duties, and interest collected in the Sport Fish Restoration and Boating Trust Fund. These funds are allocated back to the state to provide boating access improvements in a "user pays - user benefits" cycle.

Objective #2a: Boating Access Facilities O&M
Provide operations and maintenance at 26 state-run boating access facilities by June 30, 2016.

Objective #2b: Pump-Out Station Construction
Construct 2 new pump-out stations at the Roosevelt Lake Marina by June 30, 2016.

Results:

Action #1: Boating Access O&M
Standard operations and maintenance provided at the 26 state-run boating access facilities. 

Action #2: Pump-Out Station Construction

Project Statement #3: Aquatic Education

SMART Objectives:

Need/Threat Description: The Arizona Game and Fish Department's aquatic education department serves to enhance public understanding of Arizona's aquatic environment, develop responsible attitudes and a sense of stewardship towards our aquatic resources, encourage public involvement in conservation issues, and promote safe and ethical aquatic resource-based recreation.

Objective #1: Aquatic Education for Students
Provide 2000 students statewide with aquatic education by June 30, 2016.

Action #1: Aquatic Education for Students
2,000 students statewide were provided with aquatic education in FY 2016.
